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Understanding International Terrorism
Riverside Research Institute (RRI) offers participants an introductory, 
non-technical course providing an opportunity to acquire a basic 
understanding, awareness, and appreciation of the fundamental elements 
of international terrorism.

Who should attend
Personnel from the government or civilian industrial sectors that 
have little or no previous experience or formal training in terrorism, 
counterterrorism, or antiterrorism.

What students will learn
This course, taught at the unclassifi ed level, will introduce students 
to the defi nition, origin, and evolution of international terrorism; the 
roles of world views, ideologies, mind sets, and motivations; and the 
different types of terrorism. Students will also study the organization, 
tactics, techniques, and procedures, as well as the operational 
capabilities and threats posed by terrorist groups on a regional basis. 
Finally, students will be briefl y introduced to the origin, evolution, 
and current status of the United States Global War on Terrorism (its 
anti- and counterterrorism efforts) and the roles and responsibilities of 
various U.S. departments and agencies engaged in that effort.
